To mark World No Tobacco Day, the NSS Unit Nonei College i Association with
Depariment of History and Assamese jointly organised a meeting aimed at spreading
awareness about the harmful effects of tobacco consumption and promoting a tebacco-free
lifestyle among students and staff.

The programme began with a welcome address by Debajani Borah, Head of the
Department of History, who highlighted the global impact of tobacco-related discases and the
importance of educating youth on this issue.
